Also, several 
of Guidotti's photos currently are on exhibit at the university's Library Technology Center. 

Guidotti studied photography and filmmaking at the School of Visual Arts in New York and later 
established a studio, specializing in portraits and fashion photography.  After 15 years, the globe-
trotting photographer left the world of fashion to help individuals living with genetic differences, 
such as children with albinism. 

In 1998, he founded Positive Exposure, which challenges the stigma associated with genetic difference and seeks 
to create a photographic image data bank and film interviews of people living with genetic conditions. A photo
