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Why footnotes?

Cite authority for specific facts or
opinions and to recognize quotes and
iIdeas of others.

Generally not used for commonly known
events:

Mary had a little lamb.

Used for specific or lesser known facts:
Mary had a little lamb who drank whiskey.*




Why footnotes?

Cross-referencing
Mary had a little lamb.?!

Why Footnotes?

Commenting on something that would otherwise
interrupt the flow of thought of the text.

Mary had a little lamb that drank whiskey.! Everywhere that
Mary went, that lamb was sure to go.

Mary had a little lamb, who drank whiskey and
was known to be a mean drunk.?!
