Resident Directors (RDs) are full-time professional or
graduate live-in staff in each of the major residence halls. They
supervise RAs and the overall operation of the residence hall.
The are available to assist in conflict resolution, to communicate
information, to offer perspective, and to interpret university

policies.

The Director of Residence Life is responsible for the overall
housing and residence life operation, including staffing, training,
programming, policies, maintenance, room assignments, and
discipline.

The Assistant Director of Residence Life assists with the
overall housing and residence life operation, including housing
capacity and housing contracts.

The Residence Life Office is located in Barnes Hall 112/
Stewart 361. Any issues of concern regarding housing and
residence life that cannot be resolved with the assistance of the
RA or Resident Director may be taken to the Director of
Residence Life to be discussed and resolved or appropriately
referred. The office is open Monday through Friday, 8AMd 5PM
or on the designated University schedule.

Residence Hall Association

The Residence Hall Association (RHA) is a studeried organization,
focused on advocacy, resourcebuilding through programming and
networking, and leadership within the residence halls. RHA is an
affiliate of the national organization, National Association of College and
University Residence Halls, Inc. (NACURH) and participates in the
government, networking, and advocacy opportunities provided by
NACURH through participation in the regional affiliate, South Atlantic
Affiliate of College and University Residence Halls (SAACURH).

At North Georgia, RHA is a small but developing organization. All
students living in the residence halls are members of the Residence Hall
Association through payment of their Housing Activity Fee. Students

may become actively involved in RHA through their Building Councils.

Each residence hall elects a group of students to represent them to the

larger RHA body and the university community. The building councils

will also develop programming and involvement opportunities for the
student s Il i ving in their hall s base
ideas.

There are quite a few goals that RHA has for the upcoming year in
terms of university involvement and recognition. RHA representatives
will be asked to serve on university committees in order to provide a
residence hall student voice as well as to advocate for the common
needs experienced by this population. RHA will also being working to
recognize students and offer service opportunities to compliment the
experiences offered by North Georgia.

Fundraising will be another essential part of the upcoming year for

RHA. In order to sustain itself and provide future programming and
networking opportunities for RHA members, RHA will begin
brainstorming and researching fundraising methods and ideas that
would best fit the needs of the organization. The focus of the
fundraising will be double-s i d e d, providing funds f
also creating recognition opportunities for students.

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Policies and Procedures

All residents are required to abide by all policies listed in the
Residence Life Handbook as well as the Student Code of
Conduct.

In order to be eligible for on -campus housing, a student must be
enrolled full time (12 credit hours or more). Students who wish to live
on campus and are enrolled for less than the minimum number of
hours must obtain advance approval from the Director of Residence Life
or Assistant Director of Residence Life.

In order to live in all NGCSU residence halls, a student must complete a
housing application, pay a $250 housing deposit, and complete a
housing contract.

Residence Hall Contracts
The contract defines the terms, length, and conditions of occupancy of
the specific housing style. Each year, residents are required to sign a
new housing contract. As long as a student remains enrolled at North
Georgia, the student is bound to the terms of the housing contract and
is responsible for payment of all room fees for the full length of the
housing contract. Should a student decide that he/she wants to cancel
a current housing contract prior to the end of the contract term, the
student must complete a Housing Cancellation Request (found on the
Residence Life webpage). The student remains financially bound to the
terms of the housing contract until the student or the Residence Life
Office is able to find another student to take over the housing contract.
A student may find another student (not currently under a housing
contract) to take over the remainder of his/her housing contract.
Residence Life will assist this process if other students desire to take
over the space. Once the Housing Cancellation Request has been
granted, the student will be notified by Residence Life and will be
required to pay a $50 transfer of contract fee.

If a student wishes to cancel a future housing contract, the student
must fill out the Housing Cancellation Request Form. If the Housing
Cancellation Request Form is received by April f' for fall semester and
November 1% for spring semester, the student will be released from the
housing contract at no penalty. If the Housing Cancellation Request
Form is received after this date, the student will be financially
responsible for the housing contract until he/she finds a student to take
over the contract or Residence Life is able to offer it to another student.

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Once this occurs, the student will be required to pay a $50 transfer of
contract fee in order to be released from his/her housing contract.

Students who have completed a traditional residence hall contract may
choose to forfeit the $250 housing deposit instead of finding a student
to take over the housing contract if the Housing Cancellation Request
Form is received after April 1% for Fall semester, and November 1% for
Spring semester.

New Applicants
All new freshmen or new transfer students who have completed a
housing contract may cancel his/her housing contract without penalty
prior July 1% for Fall semester or November 15" for Spring semester.

When written notification of cancellations are made after July 15 for
Fall Semester and December 1 for Spring Semester , and the
student remains enrolled at North Georgia for that semester, the
student is bound to the terms of the contract and is responsible for
payment of all room fees for that semester.

Severe Weather Policy
In the event of severe weather, students who have registered should
receive notification via Connect Ed. Residence Life staff may also issue
severe weather warnings which may require student response and/or
compliance. Students should heed these warnings. Failure to comply
with the instructions of a member of the Residence Life Staff will result
in disciplinary referral.

Space Reservation Policy

Residence Life allows individuals and groups of students to reserve
common spaces within or around the residence halls at no fee.
However, reservations must be made via the Residence Life Office and
must include a resident host and contact information as well as a
specific date and times of reservation. Residence Life reserves the
right to adjust or cancel reservations when necessary. Any group
reserving space in the residence halls must abide by North Georgia and
Residence Life policies.

The bulletin board to the left of the fireplace has been designated as

the policy posting area for student organizations. Large Banners may
be posted on the brick walls and posts in the main lobby area. Student
organizations may NOT post banners or flyers on the large panes of
glass facing out towards the parking lot or attached to the outside of

the building. Student organizations must get permission from the

Residence Life Office before posting signs within the courtyard areas.

Large banners can be posted on the blank wall
across from the elevator on the main floor (1200s). Posting on the
balcony that opens to the Terrace is prohibited.

Student
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Housing Deposit

The housing deposit serves as a reservation fee and a residence hall
damage deposit for the duration
Georgia residence halls. Fines for any damages at the final checkout
will be deducted from the deposit. If there are no damages, the entire
deposit will be returned to the resident, as long as the resident is not
under obligation for a subsequent housing contract.  Deposits are
refunded through the method that the student has refunds set up with
the Business Office.

Housing/Roommate Assignments

Housing contract offers are made in accordance with the date a
studentds completed housing
in consideration with available housing. In order for students to be

paired as roommates, they must mutually request each other, have

completed the same type of housing contract and adequate space must
be available. Roommate matches are completed by the Residence Life
Of fice with respect to each
Application. Housing assignments are made without regard to age,
race, creed, color, religion, national origin, or sexual orientation.

Opening and Closing of Residence Halls

All residence halls open to freshmen on Saturday, August 13", 2011.
Returning and upperclass residents may checkin on Sunday, August
14", All residents will be assigned a specific timeframe to check-in on
the assigned date. Upon arrival, each resident must check in with a
Resident Assistant in his/her assigned building. Students who are
unable to check in during this time should contact the Residence Life
Office at 706-864-1902.

For traditional residence halls

Residents are expected to check out of the traditional residence halls at
the end of each semester within twenty -four hours of their last
scheduled exam. Check out procedures will be published and
distributed within the last two weeks of each semester. Any resident
remaining in the building after the residence halls are scheduled to
close will be assessed an improper checkout fine. Residents are NOT
required to remove their belongings between Fall & Spring semesters
unless they are changing rooms.

In addition to closing between semesters, the traditional residence halls
will close for Thanksgiving Break and Spring Break. Students must plan
in advance and make other housing arrangements during these times.
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North Georgia Suites & Owen Hall
North Georgia Suites contracts end on May 7, 2012. Residents may

have the opportunity to complete a summer housing contract. Owen
Hall contracts end on July 31, 2012.

Damages
Each resident is responsible for the condition of their room and for all
the furnishings within their room during the time that he/she is
assigned to the room. At the initial check -in, each resident will sign a
Room Condition Report that lists any damages that exist in the room,
apartment, or suite. Upon checking out of the room, the resident will
present the room to their RA. Any damages or changes in the room
status will be noted on the Room Condition Form. Charges for
damages and/or cleaning will be determined by the university at its sole
discretion. Repairs and replacements of items may not be completed
by residents including painting. Failure to pay damage charges will
result in a hold being placed on a s
student from registering, obtaining transcripts, or receiving a diploma.

Shared Responsibility

When two students share a room, each student is responsible for the
contents, noise level/activities, and damages that occur in a room.
Likewise, apartment and suite residents are equally responsible for the
damages that occur in shared common spaces within the apartment/
suite. If a student is concerned about possible violations or damages, it
is his/her responsibility to discuss this with his/her RA, Resident
Director, or the Director of Residence Life.

Key Policy
Each student in North Georgia Suites and Owen Hall is issued a key to
his/her assigned bedroom. North Georgia prohibits use of this key by
any person other than the resident to whom the key is assigned. If a
key is lost, it must be reported to the Residence Life Office so that the
lock can be changed for security purposes. The student is responsible
for the lock and key replacement cost of $100. Students gain access to
suites, apartments, and traditional residence hall rooms with their
Saints Card. Use of a Saints Card by any person other than the
student to whom the Saints Card belongs is a violation of the
University Student Code of Conduct. The loss of a Saints Card
should be reported to the Saints Card Office.
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Flu Policy
Any student who is sick should be directed to Student Health Services.
Students who are diagnosed with a fever of 100.5 or above and
respiratory symptoms may be assumed to have the flu and will be
instructed to go home until they have had no fever for 24 hours
(absent fever reducing medications such as ibuprofen). When a
student is diagnosed with flu-like symptoms, Student Health Services
will ask for permission to discuss the flu with their roommate(s).
Roommates will be given an information sheet about the flu and
notified that a housekeeper will disinfect their room.
Students will be instructed to go home when possible. Student Health
Services will send an email to faculty members notifying them of the
student's inability to attend class. Students who are unable to go home
will be relocated into a vacant room until the student is cleared to
return to cl ass. The Dining Hal
situation in order to allow meals to go. Students who are ready to
return to class will need to be cleared by Student Health Services and
will receive a written notice to take to their professors certifying that
they may return to class.

Posting Policy
Student organizations hanging flyers, banners and other handouts are
allowed to post them in the appropriate designated areas within the
residence hall.

In the month of August, Greek organizations may not post any
advertisements for a specific fraternity/sorority. A designated time will

be set for all Greek organizations to post door tags, flyers, etc. within

the first week of school. This time will be set with the cooperation of

the Coordinator of Greek Life. No student organizations should leave
any advertisements at the desk for students to pick up. This includes
anything quarter sheet sized. Student organization also may not chalk
near any of the residential buildings, nor can they have any
representative or student handing out flyers as students walk into the

buildings.

Residence Life will take down advertisements that are out of date,
deemed inappropriate, or do not comply with this posting policy.
Handouts and/or coupons may be left at the RA desk but will be purged
after 48 hours.
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Policy Regarding Missing Students

Each student, age 18 or above, has the option to identify, via Banner
account, a person to be contacted by Campus Police no later than 24
hours after the student is determined to be missing. This contact may
not necessarily be the same as the emergency contact listed for the
student. Students under the age of 18 who are not emancipated will
be informed each academic year that the institution is required to notify
the custodial parent not later than 24 hours after the time the student
is deemed to be missing.

If a member of the University community (faculty, staff, or student) has
reason to believe that a student who resides in University-managed
housing is missing, he or she should immediately notify Campus Police
at 706-864-1500. Campus Police will generate a missing person report
and initiate an investigation.

Campus Police will investigate the missing person report and determine
if the student is missing and has been missing for more than 24
hours. Circumstances may include:

A A Student is out of contact after reasonable efforts have been made
to reach the student, via phone, email, text, and visits to on -
campus room;
Conditions that may indicate an act of criminality is involved,;
Conditions that may indicate physical safety is in danger;
Conditions become known that indicate medicine dependence may
threaten health; AND/OR

Exi stence of physical/ mental dis
cal safety could be in danger.

If the student is deemed missing for more than 24 hours, Campus
Police wildl notify the studentbds <co
hours after the student is determined to be missing. For students

under the age of 18 who are not emancipated, Campus Police will

notify the custodial parent not later than 24 hours after the time the

student is deemed to be missing.
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Loft Reservation and Rental

Residents in traditional residence halls and North Georgia Suites may
reserve the necessary equipment (bed ends, pins, and stabilizing unit)
in order to loft their beds. Reservation forms are mailed out with
Housing Assignments and should be returned to the Residence Life
Office along with the reservation fee. Reservations will be accepted on
a first-comeffirst-serve basis. Rentals are nonrefundable. If a
student 6 s c hup bigherdoft, there ig noguarantee that the
loft will be available to that student at a later date. Lofts are prohibited

in Owen Hall. Students may not loft or raise beds by any other means.

Room Change
There are two room change periods during fall semester and one room
change period during spring semester. See the Residence Life Calendar
for specific dates. Unless there are extenuating circumstances, this is
the only time for students to initiate and complete room changes.
When there are extenuating circumstances, the resident must come to
the Office of Residence Life for permission to move.

Before moving into a new room (or swapping rooms), a student must
complete the Room Change Request Form and deliver it in person to
the Residence Life Office. The Residence Life Office will then give
written authorization necessary for the room change. The student
takes this authorization to the RA on duty. The RA checks the resident
out of his/her room and into the new room, following the guidelines for
normal check out and check in.  Failure to obtain the form before
moving may result in disciplinary action.

Consolidation of Vacancies
The Office of Residence Life must consolidate residents without
roommates/suitemates in each residence hall. If a resident finds
himself/herself without a roommate, he/she will be assigned another
roommate or will be assigned to another room at the discretion of the
Office of Residence Life.

Residence Hall Security and Safety
To insure the residentsd6 security,
times. Residents of the building have access 24 hours a day through
the use of their SAINTS card and/or room key. Propping building doors
breaches campus security and any students found propping doors will
face disciplinary action. Residence Life strongly recommends that
residents lock their rooms when leaving for any amount of time.
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Access Control

To protect residents, NGCSU maintains an access control system in
each residence hall. Each external door remains locked from the
outside under normal, non-emergency circumstances. Students may
exit the residence halls through any door, but card readers only reside
on the external doors with the most visibility. In addition to the
residents of the specific building, limited authorized personnel may
enter the residence halls.

Focusing on a defensein-depth philosophy, NGCSU also uses devices to
record activity at each door in the residence halls. The external door
will trigger an audible prop alarm whenever they are held or propped
open. RAs on duty monitor these incidents and control the prop
alarms. Prop alarms and external door activity is also monitored by
Public Safety at the Communications Center.

Room Entry
North Georgia officials, including the Residence Life Staff members,

reserve the right to enter a stude

anytime that it is deemed necessary, such as for policy enforcement,
maintenance of safe living conditions, improvements, routine
maintenance inspections, or to control rooms in the event of an
emergency which jeopardizes the well being of the occupant or other
students on the hall.

Unclaimed Items
Residents who leave items after their checkout will be charged a
minimum of $25 for few items and a maximum of $250 for many items.
All food items will be thrown away along with any items that are
deemed unsanitary. Other items will be stored no more than 30 days.
The student will receive notice via email.

Health and Safety Checks

RAs will inspect all rooms on their hall at a time designated by the
Resident Director to check the health and safety of the room. This will
occur monthly in traditional halls and quarterly in Owen Hall and North
Georgia Suites. This check insures the safety of the residence hall and
occupants and is not to be construed as a room search. Specific points
that should be checked include the sanitary condition of the room,
prohibited items (appliances, candles, alcohol bottles, etc.), indications
of pets in the room, food left open to attract bugs, mold and mildew,
broken outlets or light fixtures, fire or safety hazards, etc. Any
problems not caused by the resident must be reported to North Georgia
Physical Plant as appropriate.
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Fire Safety

NGCSU prohibits burning candles, incense, or any other product in the
residence halls. Any appliance with an exposed heating element is also
prohibited. Please do not bring these items to campus. All ironing is to
be done in the laundry room in traditional residence halls and suites.
To prevent serious accidents in the event of a fire, students must keep
hallways clear at all times. In addition, no more than 20% of wall
space may be covered and nothing on the walls or doors should be
touching the floor or ceiling. For more information on fire safety, see
the Student Code of Conduct in the Student Handbook. Other items
prohibited from the residence halls:

Refrigerators larger than 1.7 amps

Coffee makers without automatic shut-off feature
Extension cords that are not UL approved
Outside antennas or altered wiring system
Electrical cords in poor condition

Shoes or other items left in hallways

Fireworks
Possession and or use of fireworks and/or sparklers are prohibited in
the residence halls of NGCSU.

Weapons/Firearms
Students are prohibited from the possession of firearms, ammunition,
or other dangerous instruments on campus property. This includes
knives | onger than 260. It i's a
permitted in the residence halls at any time.

Tobacco
NGCSU is a tobacco free campus. Use of any tobacco products on the
university property, except for the three designated smoking areas, is
strictly prohibited.

lllegal Drugs
Use and/or possession of illegal drugs and narcotics is against State
and University regulations and is not permitted on the university
campus. All drug paraphernalia is prohibited in the residence halls.
Failure to follow this policy will result in immediate referral for
disciplinary action.
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Certain maintenance procedures, such as changing a light bulb in a
room should be completed by the Housekeeping staff.

Storage Areas
NGCSU does not have adequate space
belongings. There is no summer storage available for students
returning the following year.

Paint Policy
Plant Operations paints the rooms in the residence halls on a rotating
basis, as funds are available. Students are not allowed to paint their
rooms unless given permission by the Director of Residence Life.

Bicycles
Non-motorized bicycles are permitted in student rooms. Bicycles are
not to be ridden or stored in hallways, lobby areas, or stairwells.
Bicycles should not be attached to railings or anywhere that obstructs
access to sidewalks or entrances. Racks are available outside each
residence hall. Bicycles left unattended in the residence halls other
than in student rooms will be turned over to the Department of Public
Safety.

Trash

Residents of Owen Hall and North Georgia Suites are required to place
their room trash in dumpster locations provided close to each building.
Residents of traditional residence halls should place trash in designated
receptacles in central hallways so that the custodial staff can remove
trash from the building. Trash should not be placed in hallways. North
Georgia Suites trash can is located in the parking lot near the Health &
Natural Sciences building. The Owen Hall trash can is located at the
end of the south wing of the building.

Pets
No animals, with the exception of fish in properly maintained aquariums
of 20 gallons or less, will be allowed in the residence halls.

Misplaced property
Each student room is provided with certain items of furniture. Students
may not move additional items into their rooms from public areas of the
halls or from other student rooms. Students may not remove items
that are furnished by the university. Students may not put any room/
apartment/suite items into the hallways.
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If any Residence Life Staff or Plant Operations Staff member enters a
room, suite, or apartment and encounters conditions that may
challenge health & safety standards, the residents will receive written
notice (via email) that another Health & Safety inspection will occur
within 24 hours.

Residence Life encourages all residents of Owen Hall and North Georgia
Suites to create and post a cleaning schedule for bathroom areas (and
kitchen areas for Owen Hall). This will allow the Residence Life Staff to
understand who should be accountable for unsanitary conditions.

Curfew Rules
All incoming freshmen residents are required to honor curfew for the
first three weeks of fall semester. Curfew is designed to enhance the
relationships that residents create with their neighbors while living in
the residence halls. Curfew begins at 10:15 pm Sunday through
Thursdays. There is no curfew on Friday and Saturday nights.

If residents need to return after curfew or if you need to spend
the night elsewhere, they must get permission from their
Resident Director  prior to missing curfew.

The following excuses will be accepted:
1. The resident must go home due to an emergency.

2. The resident has a previously scheduled event which will keep him/
her away overnight.
The following are NOT excuses that will be accepted:

1. The resident is studying in another residence hall, apartment, or off
campus.

2. The resident is scheduled to work late i regularly.*

3. The resident is going to a party or other social event.

*If a resident works off campus, he/she must reschedule work time so
that he/she can maintain curfew. If this is not possible, the resident
must be prepared to show proof to the Resident Director that he/she
has to work those hours, including proof of employment and proof of
the need to work during curfew. If a resident breaks curfew, he/she will
be referred to the Resident Director or the Director of Residence Life.
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Quiet Hours

Quiet hours are designed to provide an optimum learning and living
environment. Each residence hall will designate quiet hours based on
consensus of hall members. Quiet hours will be from either 9:00 p.m.
T 9:00 a.m. or 10:00 p.m. 1 10:00 a.m.

Courtesy hours will be in effect during all other times. Noise should be
kept at a minimum and a request from any resident for a quieter
environment should be honored. 24-hour quiet hours will be enforced
during final exam week. This is

Traditional residence halls
Guests may only visit the room/hall for which they have registered and
must be escorted by their host any time they are in the hallway,
stairway or elevator.

Guests may not use restrooms belonging to members of the opposite
gender.

Sign in is required for the entire period of visitation. A guest of the
opposite gender is required to be accompanied anytime that he/she is
in an apartment.

Overnight Guest Policy

North Georgia welcomes visitors to campus. For security purposes, we
require registration for overnight visitors in the residence halls, and by

policy goes directly to the residence hall account and is used to
upgrade the building and/or benefit the residents.

office and to pay the guest fee to the Business Office. The RA must
insure that the guest has been registered properly. Guests under the
age of 12 are not permitted to stay overnight.

Roommates must have prior knowledge and approve all overnight
guests. In the event that an overnight guest presents a problem in the

room/suite/apartment, a roommate conference may result. The North

Georgia student is always responsible for the conduct of his/her over-
night guests.

Babysitting policy
Babysitting is NOT permitted within the residence halls. Guests under
the age of 12 may visit periodically, but may NOT stay overnight at any
time.

Maintenance
Report all maintenance problems immediately and to the appropriate
college personnel so repair can be arranged quickly. General
maintenance problems on the hall, rooms, or apartments should be
directed to the RA, who will contact the appropriate personnel. The
maintenance of residence hall washers and dryers, ice machines, and
vending machines is the responsibility of Auxiliary Services. Always give
exact information about the problem and the location of the problem,
and give your name to the personnel in these offices, so that they may
contact you if they need further information.
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
